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Pulp Fiber Purchasing Policy

The Grays Harbor Paper manufacturing facility rests in the middle of one of the most beautiful and bountiful forested areas on the planet. The long-term sustainability of this region is key to the success of GHP’s Sustainability Plan. To best facilitate this, our purchasing policies for pulp wood fiber shall reflect and be consistent with this goal. 

Grays Harbor Paper is committed to procuring pulp fibers originating from sustainable managed certified forests or post consumer recycle sources. Best efforts will be made to prevent the purchase of any pulps derived from:

1. Illegally harvested wood,
1. Wood harvested in violation of traditional and civil rights
1. Wood harvested in forests where high conservation values are threatened by management activities including old growth. 
1. Wood harvested in forests being converted to plantations for non-forest use.
1. Wood from forests in which genetically modified trees are planted.

GHP shall maintain written procedures to facilitate the policy, train employees and maintain records demonstrating adherence to policy.
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
